Advice to parents


You can help your child to be organised

· Each day they need to bring their textbook Avantage 1, vocabulary book and classwork book. This is best kept in a plastic folder.
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Be aware

· That your children will have homework regularly.

· That most homeworks given in Year 8 will be LEARNING of new vocabulary.

· Expect to see French in the homework diary on most nights. 
You can check
·  That vocabulary has been learned by asking your child to spell aloud or write down the words in a jotter.
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* Most people find that writing out words helps in the learning of vocabulary *

· Expect to have to sign test books and exam papers so that you can monitor your child’s progress.

Other ways to encourage language learning

· Encourage your child to use the internet web sites suggested- LINGUASCOPE cater best for beginners.

· Your child should carry a small dictionary to check the spelling and gender of new words.

· Help develop an interest in France and the French way of life, food, traditions, sport etc.

· Encourage your child to keep an open mind toward other cultures.

· Check the pupils’ Year 8 ‘Big Picture’ as shown on the intranet and school website.
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
