· The Theatre and a secret dramatic love affair.

· An introduction to the Greek alphabet and some practice in transliteration (changing Greek letters to English and vice versa) .




There will be written tests on vocabulary and background material at the end of each stage, an examination at the end of the Christmas and summer terms, comprehension practice and homeworks to enhance understanding of school work.
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
