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Here's how Parents can help.
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	Your child should bring a file with file paper, recorder, recorder booklet and manuscript book with them to class every week. It is important that pupils take pride in and responsibility for their work and equipment.


 

	Your child will normally be given a practical homework every week which requires them to practise the recorder. Encourage them to practise for at least 5 minutes every night. A completed homework means that they can play steadily through their piece without making mistakes and without stopping. They will also receive various other types of homework through the year including composition and research.
