YOU CAN HELP YOUR CHILD TO BE ORGANISED

BE AWARE

· That your children will have homework regularly.

· That most homework given in Year 9 will be LEARNING of new vocabulary.

· Expect to see GERMAN in the homework diary on most nights.

YOU CAN CHECK

· That vocabulary has been learned by asking your child to spell aloud or write down the words in a jotter.

· Most people find that writing out words helps in the learning of vocabulary.

· Expect to have to sign test books and exam papers so that you can monitor your child’s progress.
