Year 9
Here's how Parents can help.
Your child should bring a recorder and music booklet with them to class every week. It is important that pupils take pride in and responsibility for their work and equipment. 
 
Your child will be developing their practical skills on the recorder.  It is important that they continually revise the notation learnt in Year 8 so they do not fall behind when new material is introduced in Year 9.
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A practical homework will normally be given each week.  A homework is completed when your child can play through the piece without making mistakes and without stopping.  In order to achieve this, your child will have to practice for at least 5 minutes most nights of the week.  This will achieve better results than a marathon session the night before.

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Encourage your child to take part in extra-curricular musical activities. They include Choirs, Orchestras and Bands. These promote social, personal and musical skills.
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
