Whenever possible, provide opportunities for pupils to extend their experience of drawing and painting media at home. Using materials such as: felt pens, pencils, colouring pencils, coloured paper, paints.
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 On trips or holidays, visit museums and galleries to see examples of real art and design works, either historical or contemporary.

Encourage pupils to be aware of the broad range of real-world applications where visual skills are relevant, from careers in the creative industries, to the use of diagrams, signs, symbols, drawings, plans and schematics in all walks of life.
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 Become more familiar with the ways in which visual learning can contribute to overall achievement, even for those who feel they have less aptitude in this area.
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 Let pupils know that there are benefits to be gained by working with images, aside from merely improving technical facility with materials. Understanding how visuals work to convey information can be just as useful in later life as can be acquiring skills with particular media.
