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Advice to parents - Year 8 french
In Year 8 your son/daughter will get a chance to learn some French during a period of approximately 11 weeks.  We will be introducing pupils to some basic French words and phrases and we will learn about the culture of France.  Pupils will be given the opportunity to practice 4 language skills - speaking, listening, reading, and writing in French!
Organisation
Each day your son/daughter will need to bring their Accès French textbook, Accès vocabulary booklets and blue lined exercise book to class. These should be kept in a plastic folder.
Skills practice/homework
Your son/daughter will regularly be asked to practice new vocabulary and phrases which they have learnt in the classroom.  Much of this practice will involve saying the new language. Help him/her do this even just by listening to them.
Some homework will include reinforcement exercises from the textbook of new words and phrases covered in class.  These are mainly reading and writing exercises.  You could check that these have been completed correctly.
ActiveLearn -our digital learning platform
All pupils in Year 8 will be provided with an ActiveLearn account where they will be set online digital tasks which will involve practising the 4 skills of listening, reading, writing, and speaking French. Your son/daughter will need to use a digital device with a good Wifi connection to complete these tasks – an iPad, a laptop or an iPhone.  Please try to facilitate this as best as you can though these can also be completed in school if necessary.
