The golf teams enjoyed a great deal of success this year as both the A and B teams finished 1st and 2nd in the NEBSSA Central Golf Heats defeating Cambridge House Grammar School, St. Mary’s Grammar School, Dunclug College, Cullybackey College and St. Louis.

The A team backed this performance up in the NEBSSA Finals at Rathmore Grammar School,  winning the Gold medal defeating Coleraine Grammar School, Dalriada, Loreto College and Dominican College.

The B team also enjoyed success winning the Bronze medal in the same competition.

TENNIS
The Senior Boys’ team reached the Quarter Finals of the Schools’ Cup, narrowly losing to R.B.A.I. 

 4-2 where the Intermediate Boys’ team reached the Quarter Finals, losing by a fine margin of 34-31 to Rockport after matches were tied.

The Minor Boys’ team finished second overall in their blitz after excellent wins over Larne Grammar School and Dalriada.
FOOTBALL (2022-2023)
This year saw Ballymena Academy Football go to another level with the U15 team winning their first ever schools’ Football Competition followed up by the U16 team winning the local MASSFA Competition. In the National Competitions both the U16 and U18 teams competed well in both the N.I. Cup and N.I. Plate Competitions. The U18 school team reached the N.I. Plate Quarter Finals with a superb performance in each round, most notably the 9-0 victory over Oakgrove College.  However, they were to be denied, in dramatic fashion, by Larne Grammar, after a thrilling Quarter Final ended 5-4 in extra time. The U16 football team lost out to Ballyclare High School who progressed well in the competition.
ATHLETICS (2022-2023)
In the NEBSSA Athletics Championships over 90 pupils represented Ballymena Academy with over 50  athletes qualifying for the Finals.   During the Finals,  Ballymena Academy came away with seven 
Gold,  ten Silver and six  Bronze medals.   Notably, the U13 Girls’ team came 1st overall in the competition, followed up by the U14 Girls’ team coming 2nd overall with the girls being crowned overall Runners-up during the whole competition.

At the District Athletics Championships over 50 athletes competed for Ballymena Academy with 16 pupils and three Relay teams qualifying for the Ulster Finals. On the day of the Finals, Ballymena Academy came away with one Gold medal, one Silver medal and three Bronze medals. A special mention for Freddy Young (Year 14) who qualified for the Irish School Championships in Javelin and came 6th overall in Ireland.

MUSIC  
Music Lessons

In September the academic year began with over 200 pupils continuing or taking up lessons.  Many pupils went on to achieve grade and performance qualifications with their respective Examining Boards (Trinity-Guildhall, ABRSM, Rockschool and RGT Guitar).
Instrument Acquisitions

The department was delighted to purchase a very high-quality Kawai piano as the result of the generous bequest by Miss Helen Sloan. The Kawai is now the main teaching instrument in the department. benefitting pupils studying up to Diploma level. A plaque has been made detailing the provenance of the beautiful instrument.

Additionally, a new professional Tama/Sabian Drum Kit was purchased to supplement the current kit, as the result of successful application to the Friends of EA Music for a grant of £1,800.

Ensembles 

All Choir and Instrumental ensemble rehearsals were able to commence in September, with guidelines on distancing and groupings in place. Online Google Classrooms continued with guide-tracks and PDFs for choral work. Our departmental teaching staff are each involved in at least four ensembles each, ably assisted by Mr. Christie (accompanist). Tutors Ms. Rebekah Durston, Mr. Graham Murray and Mr. Callum Aiken each continued to head up ensembles in their specialist field.  

Prize Day  

The Chamber Choir made a welcome return to the Assembly Hall with the lifting of the Covid proximity mitigations for choral singers, fittingly setting the tone for the special occasion.

Christmas 

With the lifting of COVID choral singing and proximity restrictions, Christmas also saw a return to our ‘traditional’ Carol service venue of St. Patrick’s Church of Ireland, Ballymena. The four choirs returned en masse and full force, with well over 200 pupils participating in the special environ and meaningful musical programme, to the delight of the very well attended afternoon congregation and capacity evening congregation.  

The Chamber Choir was able, once again, to represent the school by performing on Radio Cracker and at Prospect Nursing Home.
The Annual Primary Schools’ Christmas Concerts were also reinstated, with well over 400 pupils from local Primary Schools enjoying seasonal, interactive music from Senior Wind and Strings, Jazz Band, Trad. Group and Chamber Choir.

An ‘In-school’ Carol Service was created using live elements from the St. Patrick’s Carol Service with added media elements and was attended by all year groups at the end of term.

‘Open Nights’
‘Open Nights’ saw strong representation from the Music Department, with a Ukulele Orchestra performing in the foyer and a String Quartet providing musical backdrop outside the Dining Hall for the ‘Co-Curricular Fair’ area.

Inside the Fair, the Music Department had a tented ‘cinema experience’ playing video performances of choirs and orchestras from Christmas and online events, and the Spring Concert.

Concert Preparations

In the new year preparations began for the Spring Concert with sights set on performances at ‘The Braid Arts Centre’.

Hundreds of pupils involved in Junior and Senior Choir, Chamber Choir, Junior and Senior Wind Bands, Junior and Senior Strings, Senior String Ensemble, Percussion Ensemble, Senior Orchestra and the Male Voice Choir rehearsed after school, before school, during lunch times, evenings and even weekends under the direction of Music Department staff and specialist instrumental tutors. Traditional Group also met, under the leadership of senior pupil Kathryn Duff, and Jazz Band, directed by Year 14 pupils Daniel Cruikshank, Jonathan Grimsley and Daniel Gribben - practising diligently every Wednesday and Friday morning respectively, before school.

Festival

In February the school was very commendably represented in Ballymena Festival with a high number of entries accumulating 57 solo, chamber and small ensemble 1st, 2nd and 3rd places and Highly Commended awards, resulting in the school winning Overall Festival ‘Best Instrumental School Bursary Award’ and ‘Best Vocal School Bursary Award’ for highest instrumental marks across these categories. Thanks must go to Ms Rebekah Durston and Mr. Stuart Beattie for their preparation and organisation of entries.

Spring Concert

It was with great excitement and relief that the Spring Concert was presented at ‘The Braid Arts Centre’ in March. The two sell-out evenings are an emotional and musical highpoint of the year. Audience and participants alike were enthralled with the vibrant performances. From the Senior Orchestra curtain raisers, to the 75 strong Junior Orchestra, the virtuosic vocal displays of the Chamber Choir singing pieces by the Pentatonix and Astor Piazolla, to the Percussion Ensemble’s energetic version of ‘Take on Me’ and the soul stirring Senior Choir’s presentations of gospel great ‘Joyful, Joyful’ and the Queen hit ‘Don’t stop me Now’ - these were just a few of the fantastic items across many ensembles and choirs which made such a meaningful, memorable, high quality musical experience for all.

P6 ‘Taster Days’.


In June, a joyful buzz surrounded the foyer and science corridors as musical ensembles echoed round the school, setting the tone for the P6 ‘Taster Days’. Strains of a Boomwhacker Band and Ukulele orchestra played a wide selection of catchy pop songs to the delight of the visiting P6 pupils.
Pupil Achievements

Mention must be made of the following pupils who continued in the prestigious Ulster Youth Orchestra: Heidi White (Year 12) and Mia White (Year 14), and to Sarah Sloan and Lydia Gregg who both gained places in the National Scouts and Guides Symphony Orchestra. Sarah is the only Guide and Lydia the only Scout from Northern Ireland to be members. Both girls received financial grant support to enable them to attend UK summer residential training and concerts through applications made to the Thomas Devlin Fund via BA Music Department.
DRAMA
Ballymena Academy Players presented a stunning production of the musical “Chicago” (Teen Edition) in the W.H. Mol Assembly Hall in November. The production was the result of several months of dedicated hard work by pupils and staff alike. The Players were delighted with the appreciative reception given to the production. The staff involved were awed by the highly talented ensemble cast; a special mention must go to Rebecca Wallace and Grace Wilkinson whose performances, as ‘Velma’ and ‘Roxie’, were worthy of a West End stage.

(C)   OVERVIEW OF CAREERS EDUCATION, INFORMATION, ADVICE AND GUIDANCE

Ballymena Academy gives full recognition to the importance of Careers Education, Information Advice and Guidance as part of the general personal development of the pupil.

An integrated programme of Careers Education, Information, Advice and Guidance aims to develop knowledge, skills and personal qualities which will enable pupils to manage their career development effectively, to make informed choices at transition points, to formulate and to implement personal career plans.

Pupils in the middle and senior school follow a structured time-tabled programme of Careers Education taught by a team of Careers teachers.  Using a variety of strategies and resources pupils are given an opportunity to develop knowledge and understanding of themselves, the world in which they live, and the employment and career opportunities that are available so that they can effectively manage transition from school to adult life, further and higher education, employment and training.

Formal careers guidance interviews are an important component of the school’s careers programme.  All pupils at ‘transition points’ i.e. Years 10, 12 and 14, have the opportunity to benefit from careers interviews which are conducted in school by their careers teacher, and/or the Department for the Economy (DfE) Careers Adviser.  They are impartial, carefully planned and include advice focused on the career needs of individual pupils.  Careers teachers and the Careers Adviser are available throughout the year for consultation.

Pupils have ready access to careers information of good quality and breadth (including Google Classrooms, interactive computer programs and Internet resources) as an integral part of their Careers programme.  It is held in a purpose-built careers suite comprising four interview rooms and a well-stocked careers library.  All pupils have the opportunity to take advantage of the short-term borrowing facility.

The careers programme is enhanced by purposeful links developed with staff from Further and Higher Education, the Department for the Economy (DFE) and employers.  

Careers information is supplemented by a careers convention and by visiting speakers from further and higher education, the DfE (Department for the Economy) and occupations which reflect a full range of the career interests of the pupils.

Pupils in Year 13 have the opportunity to spend a period of time work shadowing which informs their decision-making in relation to their general vocational and specific occupational interests.  Throughout the Sixth Form pupils are invited to attend university and college ‘Open Events’.  
In Year 10 parents can discuss options available for GCSE with a member of the Careers Department at a Parents’ Consultation interview.  In August, after the publication of GCSE results, Year 12 pupils and their parents are invited to discuss post-GCSE options with a careers teacher.  Information events are held for the parents of pupils in Year 11 and Year 13, focusing on transition post-GCSE and post-16 respectively.  Other opportunities to communicate with careers teachers and the DfE careers adviser arise during Parents’ consultations and the Careers Convention.

Many subjects have the potential to make valuable contributions to each pupil’s general vocational development and emerging occupational interests.  The cross-curricular components of careers which flow naturally and realistically from the content and methodology of each subject help pupils to appreciate the coherence of their total curriculum.

Personal Career Planning is very much a central part of the school’s Careers Education and Guidance Programme.  This is a continuing and evolving process - introduced in Year 10 - involving documented self-awareness, decision-making, planning and research pertinent to the pupil’s individual needs.

(D)  SECURITY  POLICY
The security of all those who use the school premises and their property, along with that of the premises themselves, is prioritised by the Board of Governors.  Stringent efforts are made to ensure that proper security measures are in place and observed while still recognising the need for appropriate access to all users, including visitors.  As, and when required, additional measures are recommended to the Senior Leadership Team and thereafter to the Board of Governors.

A security policy has been established by the Board of Governors and copies are available to parents on request.

Remote control barriers are in place on main driveways.  A close circuit television system is in operation.  There is also camera surveillance of traffic entering the grounds.  All visitors are directed to the main school entrance and reception area, where access is monitored and a record of visitors kept.  Visitors’ badges are issued at the office for visitors accessing any part of the buildings other than the main reception area, Careers Suite and the Principal’s office.

An intruder alarm system has been installed in the most vulnerable areas of the school buildings.  

In line with Department of Education requirements and in keeping with Child Protection Regulations all members of staff, governors and volunteers are subject to Access NI clearance.

(E)  RELATIONSHIPS AND SEXUALITY EDUCATION

RSE focuses on the quality of relationships between family members, with an emphasis on stability, respect, caring and support in the home and thus in society.  The RSE programme is provided in the broader context of health, personal, social and moral education and is delivered within such subjects as Learning for Life and Work (P.S.H.E.), Science, Religious Education, English, Home Economics and, where appropriate, through our Pastoral Care system. 

(F)  ANTI-BULLYING POLICY

Pupils’, parents’ and staff perceptions show that bullying is not a significant feature of Ballymena Academy.  The Anti-Bullying Policy recognises that this school must be vigilant and accepts its responsibility to seek to prevent bullying, to support those who are bullied and to enable young people and parents to report bullying in the confidence that their concerns will be dealt with sensitively and effectively.

Adopting a proactive approach to the issue, Anti-bullying information is regularly conveyed to pupils in a wide variety of ways throughout the year.

The school liaises closely with other schools, statutory agencies and organisations in the community to help in its work to eliminate bullying of all kinds, as part of its overall commitment to Child Protection and to providing a safe and secure learning environment.

(G)  SCHOOL DEVELOPMENT PLAN

The School Development Plan was revised in line with the “Every School a Good School” policy and the regulations of the Department of Education.  The School Development Plan brings together the school’s priorities and the key outcomes and targets needed to achieve these. This provides clear guidance for the school and the emphasis is very much on safeguarding the young people, supporting their learning and attainment and making best use of available resources.

Sixth Form Programme 2023/2024

The Year 13 Programme 2023 to 2024 is composed of GCE Advanced Subsidiary (‘AS’ Levels), Level 3 BTEC courses and a minority time programme.  It is designed to provide depth and breadth of study.

Normally pupils will take four subjects and the enrichment programme in Year 13.  Pupils will select three of these subjects which they intend to continue with in Year 14 - thus completing three full ‘A’ level, or equivalent, programmes.  The fourth subject will be studied in Year 13 only and taken as an ‘AS’ level or Certificate.  BTEC qualifications are two years in duration.  In some cases, pupils may opt to take all four subjects to A2 level, providing they meet the set criteria.  Since the purpose of the structure is to provide a course which has breadth and balance, it is recommended that one of the Year 13 subjects should be in a contrasting discipline.
