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ADVICE TO PARENTS
Materials: You can help your child to be organised. Each day he/she should bring the textbook - ¡Viva! 2, the workbook and 3 exercise books – one for vocabulary & grammar, one for classwork and one for assessment (tests and homeworks). All of these should be kept together in a plastic folder.
Homework: Your son/daughter will have regular homework. It is particularly important that he/she learns new vocabulary accurately each week and this requires time and effort. Even if you don’t know any Spanish, you can help by asking your son/daughter to say, spell or write down the new words. You can also check their progress in the workbook.
ActiveLearn: Your child will have access to this digital learning platform which provides them many online exercises to practise the 4 language skills.
